Enrollment Guidelines
Junior Camp and Kindergarten Camp is held in two week sessions. Classes will not be held
Monday, July 4th. Children may enroll for one or more sessions.

The first session your child attends must be pre-paid in full and must accompany your child’s
enrollment form. You will be billed for subsequent sessions. Tuition is non-refundable.

Camp tuition includes lunch.

New students must have a complete file to attend camp. If your child is a current student, these
forms should already be on file.

Enrollment is on a first-come, first-served basis. Children may only enroll for a full session. Full
tuition is due regardless of attendance.
